This is a
710mm wide hydrostatic machine which
weighs 950kg and can be supplied with either
a 9.7kW (13hp) Honda GX390 petrol engine or
a 7.8kW (10.5hp) Hatz 1B40 diesel. David
Yoxall says he selected the BAVTRAK
because he wanted a better quality self
propelled machine that could be driven
through a standard doorway.
